Sustainable Energy Good Practice Database - European part

Template for input of cases/examples for European examples of good practice in realising and promoting sustainable energy.

v. 5/10-09

The database is a joint activity of International Network for Sustainable Energy - Europe, and Centre for Alternative Technology, Wales. All examples in the database will be available online.

 The European cases shall highlight activities and projects that are showing good practice that are of interest beyond the national borders (of European interest). This could be for instance be the change of an entire island to renewable energy, it could be building or transforming a community to use renewable energy efficiently, or it could be a successful  way to promote renewable energy on local or regional/national scale. It can even be democratic structures in energy supply that enables citizens and consumers to promote energy efficiency and renewable energy this way.

Each case shall be described with three elements:

· A short description for the web page with a title, a one pragraph description, an overview description, and 3 pictures

· A longer description with all relevant information on a downloadable pdf-file

· A short video, if available

The material should be sent by email to ove@inforse.org with texts in "doc" (Word) files, pictures as picture files (jpg or other format) and videos if possible in WMV format. The organisers will then create web and pdf files from the word files and pictures.

The elements of the Description

Title

A title of up to 70 characters including spaces

One paragraph description

A description with up to 300 characters including spaces, which will a) be listed in the directory list of projects, and b) as the first paragraph of the website for the project

Short description

The description shall in just 1800 characters including spaces very briefly describe the reason for the project  and the main activities.

The 3 pictures shall show the people behind and/or examples of the achievements. For each picture add a picture text of up to 100 characters including spaces. The pictures will be published on the website.

Description on pdf.

The description for download as pdf shall cover 2 A4-pages, preferably not more than 12000 characters including spaces. 

It shall include:

· Overview of the activity

· Organisation(s) behind (description), newly formed as well as older organisations, initiators and the development of the project/activity. Why was the activity started?

· Development and current situation: what have been made, current situation

· Economy: investments made, how they were financed, running costs, savings

· Technical description including energy consumption, amount of saved energy and/or energy generated with renewable energy, fossil/electric energy saved

· Links with EU policies (such as support programs, use of structural funds, project contribution to EU targets, influence of EU legislation both positive and negative)

Video

Include video if available, up to 5 min.(video will likely be uploaded to YouTube, so there must not be any legal obstacles to publishing the video there, i.e. you must have the copyright for any music and images used, and have consent from all people featured in the video).
