STUDY TOUR FROM BelARUS to LithUania:
 Energy SAving AND RENEWABLE ENERGY
April 18-22, 2011

The Tour was organized in frame of the project "Belarus - Baltic - Nordic NGO Cooperation on Climate and Sustainable Energy" by Center of environmental solutions (Minsk) in cooperation with INFORSE- Europe, Belarus Business Association, Lithuanian NGO “Atgaja” and Lithuanian Biogas Association.

The 12 participants from Belarus learned about Lithuania's experience in the field of renewable energy, have established contacts with representatives of Lithuanian organizations working in the field of renewable energy, as well as strengthen the relationship between government representatives and NGOs in Belarus, working in the field of energy efficiency.


The Program included:


- Lithuanian Energy Museum, small wind – solar installation in Vilnius next to headquarters of the public enterprice “Lietuvos Energija”. There are installed 3,2 kW horizontal axis wind turbine and 2,7 kW solar PV. The system is combined it provides electricity trough inverters to electric heaters, electric equipment used in the building and accumulators. 

- Solar power plant of JSC “Arginta”, near Vilnius.

Various solar PV panels (monocrystal, policrystal, amorphous, sunshine following, etc.). Total installed solar PV electric capacity is 18 kW. Power plant is connected to distribution grid company (Public Enterprise Eastern Distribution Grid) which pays for the owners 1,6 LTL/kWh. At site is also installed monitoring system for analysis which technology is the best for Lithuanian climate conditions.

- Small hydro power plant in settlement Grigiskes.

Capacity of the power plant is 400 kW. Power plant is connected to distribution grid company (Public Enterprise Eastern Distribution Grid) which pays for the owners 22 ct(Lt)/kWh. Now in Lithuania there are more than 80 mini-hydropower plants with a total installed capacity of 26 MW. All of them are private.

- Woodchip Boiler at "Grigiškės “  company. In 2010, the company, which is engaged in manufacture of pulp and paper products and fiberboard panels, installed the wood chips boiler, which heat output is of 18 MW.


- Presentations by representatives of Lithuanian Biogas Association, engineering company "Manfula" and other Lithuanian business companies. Topics were: Lithuanian specialists informed participants about the recycling of organic waste, cogeneration, cleaning of industrial wastewater, talked about production of heat and electricity. The participants made  preliminary agreement on cooperation.


- Bioethanol and biogas plant in Pasvalys city. The station is one of the largest in Europe and the largest company in the Baltics for the production of biogas. During the year it is planned to process about 260 thousand tons of distillery wastes, glycerol and other biomass. Besides it is planned to produce about 23 million m3 of biogas.

- Working meeting of participants of the tour and the activists of the Lithuanian Greens.
